WUHAN YANGTZE INTERNATIONAL SCHOOL
UNIFORM POLICY

Rationale:

e A uniform dress code reinforces in students a sense of pride in their own appearance,
instills recognition of themselves as an integral part of the school community and assists
in developing pride in representing their school. Issues of equality, health and school
safety and expense are all factors that contribute to the establishment of our school’s
dress code.

Aims:

® To promote equality amongst our students.

e To further develop a sense of pride in and identification with our school.

® To support parents by providing durable clothing that is cost-effective and practical for
our school environment.

® To protect students from social pressures to dress in a particular way.

School uniform:

Students are expected to wear the appropriate school uniform every day and to be well
groomed.

The main WYIS uniform colors are green, black, beige and white.

Any combination of the following WYIS uniform items is appropriate:

-Green or white WYIS polo shirt

-White button-up WYIS shirt

-Beige uniform pants/shorts

-Beige or plaid skort or jumper (pinafore) - girls only *

-Blue knitted sweater

-Black and green zip-front fleece/sweatshirt

-PE jacket (may be worn any day of the week)

* Girl’s plaid uniforms, because of the thickness of the fabric, are only suitable for the colder
months. Beige, cotton uniforms are recommended for the summer months.

Dress Uniforms:

Students are required to wear dress uniforms for special occasions such as for picture day and for the
Christmas Program. Any combination of the following WYIS UNIFORM items shall be considered dress:
-White button-up shirt/blouse

-Beige pants

-Beige skort or shorts

-Plaid or beige jumper

-Blue sweater

PE Uniforms:
Elementary students K-4 may wear PE uniforms to school on their PE days.




Grade 5 and secondary students are required to wear their regular WYIS uniforms daily. They will be
given an opportunity to change into/out of their PE uniform before and/or after PE depending on the
time of their PE class.

-Summer PE uniform (white and green shorts set)

-Winter PE uniform (black and green athletic pants with jacket or fleece)

Note: During winter months, the white and green summer PE shirt should be worn under the winter
jacket. During cooler weather, students may wear a white, green, or black long-sleeved sweatshirt or
athletic shirt under the summer PE shirt. The WYIS long-sleeved polo shirt would be a good option.
Athletic shoes: Please ensure that your child has appropriate athletic shoes for PE. Children not wearing
athletic shoes will not be allowed to participate in PE, which will affect the PE grade. They may be of any
color.

Leg and Footwear:

-Socks and stockings (and/or tights for girls) must be navy (dark) blue, black or white.

-Shoes must be primarily brown or black, closed-toed, with a back and be well fitting. (No sandals,
slippers or clog style shoes such as Crocs™.) Children may choose to wear athletic shoes on Non-PE
days, but they must be primarily white, brown, or black.

Hats: Elementary students are required to wear a sun hat or cap for outside PE and recess
during the months of April through September. WYIS caps and winter beanies are available for
purchase but students may wear any hat or cap which gives adequate sun protection. Hats are
not to be worn in the school building.

Other Notes:

e To reduce the probability of losing uniform items, please write your child’s name on the tag of
any item that might be removed during the day. If a uniform item without a name is lost inside
the school, it will be put in the “Lost and Found” bin outside of the main office.

e Because children are of many different shapes and sizes, WYIS tries its hardest to order average
sizes for the students. With this said, clothing may need slight alterations, which can be done
very cheaply by local tailors.

e We ask that girls’ skorts/jumpers and shorts be at or about the knee in order to maintain
modesty. Longer skorts are available for the taller girls. If a jumper, skort or shorts are too short,
WYIS will ask that you alter the length or purchase a uniform that is an appropriate length.

e SOME old-styled uniforms are still available at lower prices. Anyone wishing to order OLD-
STYLED or PRE-WORN uniforms for a reduced price may ask Ms. Tu if these items are available in
the desired size.

e If a student has uniform items that do not fit, that are in GOOD CONDITION, we will accept their
return and apply a 15% discount toward a new replacement item. Pre-worn and old-styled
clothing will not be additionally discounted.
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in accordance with the standards outlined in the above policy.

Ordering Uniforms:
Ms. Crystal Tu, the main receptionist, is in charge of student uniform ordering services. Order forms are
available at any time from the main office or may be downloaded directly from the WYIS website.




When families are placing uniform orders, please fill out one form for each individual student.
Completed order forms may be handed directly to Ms. Tu at any time during the business day. With the
exception of advance appointments by incoming students, all orders will be filled and sent home with
your child on Fridays only. Uniforms can be ordered on any day, but orders will only be filled on Fridays.

Sample Uniform Purchase for One School Year:

Boys: Two short-sleeved polo shirts, one long-sleeved polo shirt, two pairs of shorts, two pairs of pants,
one short-sleeved button-up shirt, two long-sleeved button-up shirts, one sweater, one fleece, one
summer PE uniform, one winter PE uniform—Approximately 1300 RMB for the year

Girls: Two short-sleeved polo shirts, one long-sleeved polo shirt, one pair of pants, two skorts or one
skort and one jumper, one pair of shorts, one short-sleeved button-up shirt, two long-sleeved button-up
shirts, one sweater, one fleece, one summer PE uniform, one winter PE uniform—Approximately 1300
RMB for the year

These are just sample sets. Please feel free to order the items that your child would be most
comfortable wearing. We can help your child with sizing, but please check that the sizes are appropriate
for your child before washing. We would be happy to exchange items that are the incorrect size if they
are not washed or worn.
